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O When a child is born in your family, you must complete the
designated procedures at the Immigration Bureau for acquiring a
visa status of residence within 30 days.

O Resident registration becomes invalid if you leave Japan, regardless
of the reason or length of time. However, if a medium- or long-
term resident returns to Japan within one year from the date of
departure from Japan (or within the visa valid period if the visa is
valid for less than one year), the resident can leave Japan without
resident registration becoming invalid by applying for a special re-
entry permit at the time of departure. For more information on the
special re-entry permit system, please ask the Immigration Bureau.

Koganei Miyajigakki Hall (Koganei Civic Center)

This is a high quality cultural arts facility with a hall that is equipped
for concerts, theater, performances of traditional arts, etc. The facility
also plays an important role as a venue for presentations of regular cul-
tural activities.

Hakenomori Art Museum

At the Hakenomori Art Museum, which stands along Hake-no-Michi
Path, there is an exhibition of permanent collection mainly of works by
the painter Kenichi Nakamura. There are also special exhibitions. In ad-
dition, the museum offers art programs, such as classes and workshops.
Admission: ¥200 for adults and ¥100 for elementary and junior high
school students (Admission for special exhibitions varies depending on
the exhibition.)

Libraries

There are libraries in five locations in the city. The libraries have a
collection of approximately 460,000 books as well as CDs and peri-
odicals, such as newspapers, magazines and almanacs. Moreover, the
libraries offer book requests and reference assistance services.

Cultural Assets Center

The Cultural Assets Center preserves and exhibits cultural assets dis-
covered in the city, such as archeological materials, ancient writings and
ancient tools. Also, the center has reference materials related to cultural
assets and is equipped with a library room where you can read books.

General Gymnasium
The General Gymnasium has a large gym, small gym, heated swim-

ming pool (25 m; 6 lanes), children’s pool, judo hall, kendo hall, train-
ing room, running track (150 m), etc., which can be used for a fee.
